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Important Asthma Information for Teenagers

The Wonthaggi SC Intermediate football team ventured to Casey Fields to compete in the State football semi finals.  The 
squad for the three games was made up of eleven year 9  boys and 16 year 10s.  Team captain Sam Docherty was missing 
due to the year 10 Ski camp, as were Alex Durand, Tom Cole and Lachie Connell. 
 

The first game was against Wangaratta and was a close game with less than a kick in it the whole way.  Wonthaggi led for 
most of the game but Wangaratta got their nose in front near the end and finished with a one point win.

Whilst parents and family are there to help, teenagers should be aware that they too can successfully and responsibly 
manage their own asthma.  Here are some tips to help teenagers to manage their asthma: 
 

1. Remind them to always carry a blue reliever puffer with them and use when asthma symptoms occur. 
2. Encourage them to let their friends know about their asthma and what to do in an emergency. 
3. Remind them that having asthma doesn’t make them different from others. 
4. Understand what their asthma triggers are and avoid exposure where possible. 
5. To use their doctor recommended medication before exercise,  so they can participate in all sporting activities. 
6. To avoid smoking and smoky areas. 
7. To work with their doctor to prepare a written asthma action plan and have it reviewed at least annually or more 

often if they have severe asthma. 
8. Include them in all discussions and decision making about the management and monitoring of their asthma. 
9. Remind them to continue to take their preventer medications. 
10. If they are reluctant to take their medication encourage them to monitor their asthma with a peak flow meter.
